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1184 - Is It Prohibited For a Woman to Shave her Head?

the question

What is the ruling about a woman shaving her head?

Summary of answer

It is not permitted for a woman to shave her head except in cases of necessity because the

Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) forbade women to shave their heads.

Detailed answer

Praise be to Allah.

It is not permitted for a woman to shave her head except in cases of necessity, because of the

Hadith narrated by At-Tirmidhi and An-Nasa’i (may Allah have mercy on them) from `Ali (may Allah

be pleased with him) according to which the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him)

forbade women to shave their heads.

Al-Khallal (may Allah have mercy on him) reported from Qatadah from `Ikrimah (may Allah have

mercy on him) who said: “The Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) forbade women

to shave their heads.” Al-Hasan (may Allah have mercy on him) said: “This is mutilation.”

Al-Athram (may Allah have mercy on him) said: “I heard Abu `Abdullah asking about a woman who

was unable to take care of her hair properly and whether she should remove her hair according to

the Hadith of Maymunah. He asked, ‘Why does she want to remove it?’ He said, ‘She cannot put oil

on it or anything else that will make it look better, and she has a bad infestation of lice.’ He said,

‘If it is the matter of necessity, I hope that there is nothing wrong with doing so.’”
