Detailed answer

Praise be to Allah.

That is sufficient, and that achieves the purpose of visiting the graves. If the graves are far away

and one visits them from all directions, that is OK.

to visit?
He (may Allaah have mercy on him) answered:

It is sufficient for him (to say salaams) at the first graves he comes to, but if he wants to go to the

grave of the person that he wants to visit and say salaams to him, then that is OK.
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
