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132438 - Can Doctors Break the Fast Due to Fatigue?

the question

Is it permissible for a doctor under normal circumstances to break the fast if he becomes tired

from treating patients? What is the ruling if he is doing operations, some of which take a long

time? Does the ruling vary if it is an emergency case?

Summary of answer

It is not permissible for a doctor to break the fast in order to treat patients, unless the patient is in

a serious condition and his treatment depends on the attending doctor breaking the fast.
