Saying the Shahaadah is an essential condition of entering Islam, but whoever is born to two
Muslim parents does not have to utter the Shahaadatayn because he is judged to be a Muslim,
unless he does something that nullifies Islam. But whoever is born to two non-Muslim parents must

utter these words, like his parents.
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
