There is no evidence to suggest that this is forbidden, but it is allowed on the condition that no

harm is caused to the person who eats it – in which case it would not be allowed, because

everything that causes harm is prohibited, as Allah says (interpretation of the meaning): “… and

do not throw yourselves into destruction…” [Al-Baqarah 2:195]
